Important Guidelines and Notes Regarding Event Arrangements – Please Read Carefully: 

Competitors will receive materials and weekend wristbands at the registration office, organized by country.  

Each country’s Team Leader will collect them. Wristbands must be worn throughout the weekend. 

Materials distributed to competitors: 

• 2 T-shirts 

• Competition numbers 

• One electrical connection for the paddock area (max. 10A), with a label that must be attached to the power 

cord 

• 2 tickets for the Drivers' Dinner 

• 4 entrance tickets (2 for the competitor, 2 for assistants) 

• camping area spot, with a label that must be attached to the caravan 

    

Additionally pre-ordered items (for an extra fee): 

• Extra Drivers' Dinner tickets 30,00€/ person 

• T-shirts 

• Coffee mugs with the event logo 10,00€ 

• Extra/ spectator camping area spot 10,00€/ day, with a label that must be attached to the caravan 

• Extra electricity 20,00€(max. 10A), with a label that must be attached to the power cord

599 He will guide you via an alternative route to the paddock, which is only open on weekdays between 08:00–16:00. 
 

Paddock Regulations: 

• A liquid-proof tarp must be placed under the competition vehicle as per regulations. 

• The service vehicle area must be covered with at least cardboard and an absorbent mat to prevent oil damage. 

• Each paddock spot must have at least one fire extinguisher per vehicle. 

• A designated area for hazardous waste is marked within the paddock. 

• Open fires are prohibited. 

• The notice and results board is located near the competition office. All announcements and additional 

regulations will be posted there. 

It is the competitor’s responsibility to check this board regularly for updates. 

 

Entry/Exit Instructions: 

• All traffic to and from the competition area must use the blue-marked route on the attached map. 

• The entry gate must be closed immediately after use — both upon entering and exiting. 

• Other traffic within the area is prohibited unless a driving permit is granted. Only 1 permit per country will be 

issued. 

Movement to the competition sections is only allowed along yellow-marked paths on the attached map. 

Only competition vehicles may use these paths without a permit. 
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Driving Procedure: 

• Each competitor will receive a competition card indicating the driving order and starting section, available at 

the competition office upon presenting an approved scrutineering form. 

• Daily competition time: 08:00–18:00. 

All 8 sections per class per day must be completed within this period. 

• The competition card will be exchanged for a new one after Saturday's finish for use on Sunday. 

• The competition management reserves the right to extend driving time if necessary. 

• Refueling is only permitted in designated areas. 

• Vehicles must drive to the finish (Parc Fermé).
